Presentation by Ms. Ashley Moran, Acadiana Metropolitan Planning Organization/Acadiana Planning Commission regarding Local Road Safety Plan.  Project is funded by Federal Safety Funds, which are covered at 100% of the cost.  State Safety Specialist determine road signage, measure curve radius on parish roads with increased hazards/accidents.  Jurors are asked to present any road recommendation from their district which could possibly benefit from this program to Mr. Michael Schexnider, Parish Road Manager.

Presentation of the 2016 Audit Report by Mr. Steve Moosa, CPA with Darnall, Sikes, Gardes & Frederick. Zero deficiency’s noted.

Mr. Kerry Stutes, Assist Agency, gave a report on the volunteer activities associated with the August 2016 flood. Cleaning kits, food boxes, bottled water, volunteer hours and transportation valued at Sixty-Five Thousand Three Hundred Seventy-One and 88/100 Dollars ($65,371.88) covered the 10% match required by FEMA, for reimbursements to the Acadia Parish Police Jury for emergency work and debris pickup. Mr. Chuck Broussard thanked the Assist Agency for their assistance.
