ORDINANCE # 1113

AN ORDINANCE MAKING IT UNLAWFULL FOR ANY PERSON TO OPERATE OR DRIVE A MOTOR VEHICLE UPON PARISH PORTION OF SIMON ROAD FROM HWY. 13 TO BENTON ROAD IN ACADIA PARISH, LOUISIANA, AT A SPEED IN EXCESS OF THIRTY MILES PER HOUR, AND, PROVIDING FOR THE PENALTIES FOR THE VIOLATION THEREOF.

SECTION 1.  BE IT ORDAINED by the Police Jury of Acadia Parish, Louisiana, that it shall be unlawful for any person to operate or drive a motor vehicle in excess of thirty miles per hour on the following described Parish Road:
